
On my tool handles I use either rigid copper pipe or a brass compression sleeve (ferrule) for the ferrule. These can be found at any hardware store or big box. I mount these on the handle while still on the lathe. To pretty them up, I use slow speed and bastard file and then sand paper. You can also use your tools if you want to flatten the brass compression sleeve. Use caution.
